In his fifth year as Head Coach of the Lady Kangs, Jeff Wilson has brought
the program 2 KingCo Championships, 2 KingCo Regular Championships,
a state tournament appearance and a state championship appearance.

In spring 2010, Coach Wilson began coaching boy's AAU basketball year-
round and later assisted with the girls’ teams. His job responsibilities included
planning and running camps, and training individuals and groups. In the spring
of 2013, he became the Varsity coach for the girls AAU team. Over the next 3
years, the girls in that program finished in the top 3 in 15 straight nationally
ranked college viewing tournaments. Eight of the 10 girls on one team received
full-ride college basketball scholarships. He has also coached and trained 10
other girls that are currently playing college basketball.

Prior to coaching the Lady Kangs, Coach Wilson was the EWHS' girls Junior
Varsity coach for two years.

Union “A” High School) in 1922—a gathering of students from as far away
as Monroe and Duvall.

Twenty seven years later, the school moved up the hill from Market Street
to its present address. After two major remodels on that building, a
brand new home for the Kangs opened September 2011—same school,
different building.

Kang spirit is as steadfast and vibrant today as it has ever been.

In 1930, the student body selected purple and white—symbolizing wisdom and
purity—as their school colors.Today, our colors shine just as brightly, and our school
motto—Strong, we will never fall— reflects the same optimism and dreams that
the Kangs of 1923 hoped for. The rare character born at LWHS in 1930-a clever
kangaroo called Lizzie—still delights us as our school mascot.
